·  There is a new director at the Arts Council. The arts council does not seem overly zealous about helping complete the art projects in each borough. We do need to finish these art projects in each borough as soon as possible.

· The New Buffalo art project will be installed on 10/31/2025. 

· The Economic Development Authority is working with PANO through the 501/Alliance to get a capital campaign started for the fairgrounds. The EDA will be billed by the Alliance for the PANO fee, and the Alliance will be responsible for paying the bill to PANO. PANO has a contract with the 501/Alliance, and the grant source through the EDA is DCED #7. We need to approve the memorandum of understanding between the Alliance/501, and the EDA. A motion to approve was made by Rich Pluta, and Patti Mclaughlin seconded the motion.
